They were unsure about making a
long term commitment. Donna Nozar es-
tablished an agreement with the facility
managers to help fix the problem. The
managers take reservations for the lunch-
eons and charge each person $1.00 to get
a commitment. The money is then used for
activities at the Centers. The Hoover Place
Center uses their luncheon collection to
help pay for their yearly Senior Prom.

The luncheons are scheduled every
other month beginning in January. The
food is served buffet or cafeteria style at
noon. Ascension provides table service, an
entrée and drinks. The volunteers are
asked to bring vegetable dishes or soups,
salads, fruit and desserts. Door prizes are
also donated and awarded at the lunch-
eons.

There are two more luncheons
scheduled for this year; August 7 at Twin
Towers and October 2 at Wright Place. If
you would like to donate to either luncheon
contact Wendi Mulligan, St. Mary Luncheon
Coordinator, nagillumidnew@yahoo.com or
call 256-0475 to volunteer.
