Washington DC---Here we come!!!!

Sunday, January 22, is the date of departure. We expect the bus to arrive at Ascension’s parking lot at
8:00 a.m. We will depart the parking lot at 8:30. Parking is at the south end of the parking lot near the
ball field.

You may bring a small cooler for drinks if you wish. The bus makes a stop for lunch. Bring snacks.
Some folks like to share and pass the snacks around the bus—whatever suits you.

What to wear for the March on Monday: be prepared for any kind of weather. Layered clothing is best.
Wear footwear appropriate for the weather (possible snow) and for walking. Be prepared for rain, too.
You will probably be standing for some time while waiting for the march to begin. Warm gloves,
scarves, hats and double pair of socks are advisable.

Immaculate Conception Basilica has a Mass for life on Sunday evening. This year, it begins at 6:30 p.m.
The Mass is typically overcrowded and we will probably not be arriving early enough to get a seat (or
even to make the start of Mass), so you may have to sit on the floor or stand. After a day on the bus only
you can know if this is for you.

The morning of the March: we need to load our luggage on the bus in the morning. The next time we see
the bus will be when we leave Washington. Anything that you may need during the day you should take
with you. A small backpack or bag may come in handy to carry your “stuff”’. Some people like to carry
water etc., with them. Just remember that you have to carry it with you all day. You may leave things in
the overhead area of the bus so you have them for the trip home. The luggage will be in the baggage
compartment and you will not be able to get to it. Details on bus departure from Washington will be
given to you on the bus along with where to meet after the march and other necessary information.

There is no Congressional Breakfast scheduled this year (of which we are aware). There may be other
opportunities to meet some of our representatives and we will let you know as we receive further
information.

It is customary to give the bus driver a tip, so be prepared to contribute. We will collect sometime on the
way home.
