YOUTH MINISTRY

Youth Ministry Mission Statement
The Ascension community supports and serves our parish youth and their families. We value youth by building comprehensive
youth ministry that empowers young people to live as disciples of Jesus; draws young people to participation in the life,
mission and work of the Catholic Church; and fosters personal and spiritual growth. Therefore, we partner with our young
people and their families as we all become a praying, teaching, caring, serving sign of God’s presence to each other and
the world.

Goals of Comprehensive Youth Ministry

Total youth ministry at Ascension, in light of these missions, calls the community to respond to the needs of our young people,
and encourages the sharing of the unique gifts of our youth with the larger community. The Catholic Church has strong
concern for our youth. The National Conference of Catholic Bishops have set forth three goals in their document “Renewing
the Vision: A Framework for Catholic Youth Ministry” (1997). Ascension Parish adopts these goals, as our own in ministering
to the precious young people of our parish. These goals are:

1) To empower young people to live as disciples of Jesus Christ in our world today.

2) To draw young people to responsible participation in the life, mission, and work of
the Catholic faith community.

3) To foster the total personal and spiritual growth of each young person.

The pastor, youth minister, parish staff, adult volunteers and members of the parish community
support these goals. This ministry encourages the youth to express themselves freely, to grow in faith
in Christ and in the Church, and to take an active role in carrying out the mission of Church of the
Ascension.

These goals are brought to reality for our parish through the above support and utilization of the
following components of comprehensive ministry of the Church.

ADVOCACY - engages the Church to examine its priorities and practices to determine how well young people are
integrated into the life, mission, and work of the Catholic community.

CATECHESIS — helps adolescents develop a deeper relationship with Jesus Christ and the Christian community, and
increase their knowledge of the core content of the Catholic faith; helps young people enrich and expand their understanding
of the Scriptures and the sacred tradition and their application of life today, and live more faithfully as disciples of Jesus Christ
in their daily lives, especially through a life of prayer, justice, and loving service.

COMMUNITY LIFE — builds an environment of love, support, appreciation for diversity, and judicious acceptance that
models Catholic principles; develops meaningful relationships; and nurtures Catholic faith. The ministry of community life is
not only what we do (activity), but who we are (identity) and how we interact (relationships).
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EVANGELIZATION - shares the good news of the reign of God and invites young people to hear about the Word Made
Flesh. It enables young people to uncover and name the experience of a God already active and present in their lives.

JUSTICE & SERVICE — nurtures in young people a social consciousness and a commitment to a life
of justice and service rooted in their faith in Jesus Christ, in the Scriptures, and in Catholic social teaching;
empowers young people to work for justice by concrete efforts to address the causes of human suffering;
and infuses the concepts of justice, peace, and human dignity into all ministry efforts.

LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT - calls forth, affirms, and empowers the diverse gifts, talents, and
abilities of adults and young people in our faith communities for comprehensive ministry with adolescents.

PASTORAL CARE — is a compassionate presence in imitation of Jesus’ care of people, especially
those who were hurting and in need. It involves promoting positive adolescent and family development,
caring for youth and families in crisis, and providing guidance in making life decisions and moral choices.

PRAYER AND WORSHIP — celebrates and deepens young people’s relationship with Jesus Christ through the
bestowal of grace, communal prayer and liturgical experiences; it awakens their awareness of the spirit at work in their lives; it
incorporates young people more fully in the the sacramental life of the Church, especially Eucharist; it nurtures their personal
prayer life; and it fosters family rituals and prayer.

YOUTH MINISTRY PROGRAMS
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JUNIOR HIGH YOUTH MINISTRY

The JH Youth Ministry is open to all 6-8th grade parish youth and friends from both Catholic and public schools. JH
Ministry events tap into the creative energy and imagination of the junior high adolescent. With a Catholic Christian
perspective we focus on issues for their time. A variety of events are held monthly. These include Drop-Ins on a Friday or
Saturday evening, service events, retreats along with larger interparish events such as World Youth Day Fall Fest, rallies, etc.
A booklet on service projects for the year is available from the RE, School, or Youth Offices. Parents play an active role in
facilitating these events.

HIGH SCHOOL YOUTH MINISTRY

The HS Youth Ministry is open to all 9-12th grade parish teens and friends from Catholic and public schools. We offer
a welcoming and accepting environment rooted in our Catholic heritage; accepting of their world, expressions, questions,
feelings, and insights.

Teens are invited to join one of the small Christian communities, "LIFE groups.” (Living In Faith Experiences) These
groups meet on the 1* and 3" Sundays of the month Sep. — May. Groups are primarily set by age/grade level and meet in
volunteers’ homes and parish facilities. Topics cover issues important to the life-faith experiences of teens. Christian
community is formed through in-depth faith sharing, creative prayer, active learning experiences, and peer ministry.

A variety of other HSYM events are held during the year as well. These include guest speakers, games, outings such
as ski trip, scavenger hunts, retreats, service projects, interparish activities, regional rallies, national conferences and more. A
booklet on service projects for the year is available from the RE, School, or Youth Offices.

PARISH YOUTH RETREATS
The Ascension Youth Office offers several annual retreats for parish youth. The purpose of these retreats include:
- To evangelize the youth of our community.
To build and deepen community in our parish, school and youth ministries.
To deepen a sense of identity and involvement of young people with the Catholic Church.
To teach about integration of faith and morals in everyday living.
To foster a personal relationship with Jesus and an ownership of one’s faith.

Parents are encouraged to support the participation of their children in these retreat experiences. It
is strongly suggested that youth active in the Youth Ministries and Religious Education programs
participate in the retreats appropriate to their age level. Dates may change according to scheduling
needs. Reminders are sent to parents and youth 1-2 months prior to the scheduled retreat date.

RE 8" Grade - Fri/Sat mid-November

School 8" Grade — school day October and March

HS Winter Retreat — Fri-Sun, President’'s Day Weekend, February

Parent Teen Retreat — TBA

LITURGICAL MINISTERS

Youth are encouraged to take an active role in witnessing their faith and serving their parish community. Youth are
welcome to serve the Ascension parish family at the liturgies of the Eucharist in the liturgical ministries of Eucharistic Minister,
Lector, Usher, Greeter and in the Choir. Training sessions will be arranged several times through the year.

SERVERS AT THE ALTAR

Boys and girls in grades 5 and up, including high school are welcome to serve at the liturgical celebrations in the
ministry of server at the altar. By their service to Ascension community at Sacramental celebrations, the servers remind us of
the Lord’s ministry and the call to live the Gospel of Jesus Christ. Deacon Vic Hildebrand handles training/scheduling of
servers.

SCOUTS

Ascension has very active scout troops for boys and girls. Youth grade K and up are welcome to join in the scouting
experience. Scouting offers a wide variety of social, faith, and skill building activities. Scouting events include regular troop
meetings, camping, special projects, social events, and service.

ATHLETICS
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Ascension parish offers many opportunities to young people to be involved in CYO sports. Basketball, volleyball,
baseball, softball, cheerleading, track and soccer teams are organized under the Ascension Athletic Board. Athletics at
Ascension support Christian sportsmanship, social and physical skill building, teamwork and more. Team sports are open to
all parish boys and girls in grades 1 through 8.

YOUTH MINISTRY FUNDRAISERS

Aluminum Can Recycling
Part of being a responsible Christian is caring for the earth, God® creation. Ascension’s youth
ministry recycling project is usually held on the weekend of the 1* Sunday of the month after all parish
masses. Aluminum beverage cans are to be dropped off at Parish Office Building garage during collection
weekend only. Funds raised help to provide scholarships and assistance for teens participating in various
retreats, leadership conferences, and regional/archdiocesan rallies.
Pastor-Napping
Annually the youth creatively ‘pastor-nap’ Ascension’s pastor and make phone calls to parishioners for his release.
Donations are utilized to help offset costs for parish youth attending the biennial National Catholic Youth Conference which
brings together approximately 20,000 Catholic high school youth for prayer, worship, music, workshops and speakers. The
conference enables youth to connect with the broader Catholic community, deepens their relationship with Christ, and
strengthens their Catholic identity.

CHRISTIAN SERVICE

v The life and teachings of Jesus call us to reach out and serve those in need. Our Catholic
social justice teachings help us to understand our responsibility of Christian witness and service.
Ascension total youth ministry is active in the educating and challenging our young people to live
out this call within the parish and broader community. Service opportunities include partnerships
with Habitat for Humanity, Twin Towers, and ministry with Earish seniors, etc. Service
opportunities are held at least once a month and open to 7-12" grade teens and parents. A
Service Opportunities Booklet with activities for the year is available from the Youth Office or see
"Youth News" and web site for dates.

CONFIRMATION
Preparation for the Sacrament of Confirmation is open to youth in 7th grade and up. Arrangements for preparation
for the sacrament can be made through the Religious Education Office.

WORLD YOUTH DAY

Each year the Church recognizes the value and gifts our young people have to offer. The youth are not the Church of
tomorrow, but an active part of our Church today. Ascension celebrates World Youth Day in conjunction with the Archdiocese
of Cincinnati usually held the last weekend in October of each year. On World Youth Day weekend, we will have youth
involved at all masses. Jr. high and high school youth are held.

SOAR Workcamp

Step Out And Respond — a six day urban plunge retreat in June includes connecting with local service/outreach
agencies, emergency shelters, soup kitchens, hands-on service opportunities, and learning about the of Catholic social
justice teachings. Ascension partners with St. Charles, Kettering and St. Benedict the Moor for this summer immersion
into service. This event is open to incoming freshmen through outgoing seniors.

NCYC

Every two years we participate in the National Catholic Youth Conference (NCYC). This event is the largest gathering
in the nation of Catholic high school youth. A range of 200-400 teens from the Archdiocese of Cincinnati join over 25,000
teens from across the nation. At NCYC youth gather with teens celebrating their Catholic identity, are moved by inspiring
and motivating nationally respected Catholic speakers, musicians and comedians, experience an awesome celebration of
the Eucharist with fellow young Catholics.

YOUTH LEADERSHIP
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There are multiple opportunities for youth to get involved in leadership within Ascension youth
ministry. Teams involving youth leadership include:

Junior High Youth Ministry

High School Youth Ministry

High School Winter Retreat Team

SOAR Workcamp Planning Team

Ski Trip Retreat Team

Each year youth are encouraged to grow in their faith and leadership. We participate in several programs that are
open to parish junior high and high school youth.

CAMP (Catholic and Mighty Proud) — Three day program is open to jr. high youth brings youth from across the

Archdiocese to learn more about their Catholic identity , enjoy a camp setting, and meet new friends.

TCL (Training Christian Leaders) — Four day Christian Leadership training in June for high school youth includes how-

to’'s on communication, planning events, telling your story, ground initiatives course and more. A sell-out every year!

EVENT GUIDELINES

ACTIVITY PERMISSION / RELEASE FORMS

In accordance with Archdiocesan guidelines, all parents/guardians are REQUIRED to complete a
Permission/Release Form for their child to be kept on file with the Ascension Youth Office to participate in ongoing-onsite
programs (e.g. LIFE Groups) is needed. A new On-Site On-Going Activity Release form MUST be completed for every new
program year.

In accordance with Archdiocesan guidelines, for each off-site event every youth participating in the function MUST
have an Off-Site One-Time Activity Release form signed by a parent/guardian in order for the youth to attend. On the Activity
Release forms all information must be fully completed (including medical information)

FULL PARTICIPATION
Youth must remain at the site of activity/event during the entire time of event, whether on/off parish grounds unless
other pre-arrangements have been made with the parents and the moderator or youth minister has been naotified (preferably in
writing.)

CELL PHONES

Although cell phones are a convenient form of communication today, they are often a disruption to ministry
programming, especially during extended programs such as retreats and workcamps. Youth are asked to be fully present
and to set aside the daily distractions. Emergency contact numbers are provided to parents if they need to reach their youth
during a program. Phones are made available to youth if needed during a program. Thus it is strongly recommended that
parents support the policy that cell phones are not brought on such programs. Exceptions are made for medical needs (e.g.
diabetes).

YOUTH DRIVERS

When traveling as a group to an outing, adult volunteers/parents must drive. Prior natification/permission must be
granted by Coordinator of Youth Ministry with the parent for a teen to drive. If the teen driver has teen passengers, parental
consent is needed from both the driver’s parents as well as passengers’ parents. For further clarification, please contact the
parish Youth Office.

SEARCH AND SEIZURE POLICY

If a young person is suspected of having weapons or drugs in his/her possession, the Youth Minister will have to
search. An adult staff member or volunteer will witness the search. The decision to search will involve some suspicion of
wrongdoing on a young person’s part. That individual will be asked to cooperate. If the person refuses, the parents will be
contacted to come to the program site and assist in the search. If the parents do not cooperate, the Youth Minister may
impose a penalty, even exclusion from the program.
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LOST AND STOLEN ITEMS
Ascension Parish is not responsible for lost and stolen items at youth ministry or parish related functions. Youth are
advised not to bring valuable items to youth ministry or parish related events.

FEES

Various events cost a hominal fee to participate in. Youth are encouraged to pay for these events themselves with
family support as necessary. However, all youth are welcome, regardless of their ability to pay. Scholarship funds are
available to those in need of assistance. Arrangements can be made through the Ascension Youth Office.

VISITORS

Youth are welcome and encouraged to bring friends (whether members of the parish/faith or not), family members,
and other visitors to the Youth Ministry events at any time. Parents are invited to visit and/or assist with the various youth
ministry offerings.

PARENT-YOUTH MINISTER COMMUNICATION
Parents are encouraged to introduce themselves to the Youth Minister and Moderators as they drop-off and pick-up
their children for group events. Parents are also encouraged to keep the Youth Minister and Moderators informed about:
achievements of child (sports, academic, extracurricular, etc.)
illness or hospitalization
family issues (death, accident, divorce, etc.)
teen issues (school, peer, dating, etc.)
This information enables us to offer the best pastoral care for our youth. We can celebrate in their achievements and support
them through their struggles.
There are various Parent Sessions as well as Parent/Teen Sessions held through year. Parents are strongly
encouraged to take part in these opportunities. Communication also happens through phone calls, newsletters and mailings.

VOLUNTEER PARENTS/ADULTS

Volunteers create the success of the Ascension Youth Ministry program. Parents/adults are welcome to visit at any
time. There are also various ways to become more directly involved in the programs.

Occasional Involvement - Provides and serves snacks/refreshments, aids with transportation. Present only for time
of service.

Frequent Involvement - Aids in leading small group discussions/activities from regular evening gatherings to retreats.
Material is pre-planned. Little preparation time. Present for entire event.

Reqular _involvement - Direct involvement in planning, organizing, and leading events/activities from regular
HomeLIFE groups to retreats and lock-ins. Present at prep meetings and for entire event planned.

GROWTH & EDUCATION - There are various opportunities for volunteers and parents to grow in their faith
understanding, knowledge of religious education, and youth ministry. The Archdiocesan Offices of Youth Ministry and
Religious Education offer courses in these areas regularly. The Ascension Youth Office will provide funds for moderators and
facilitators participating in these programs. All regular volunteers are required by Archdiocesan policy to attend an Orientation
on the Decree on Child Protection, be fingerprinted and receive a background check. Schedules of program series are
available in the Ascension Youth Office.
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STRUCTURES OF PROGRAMS

EXPECTATIONS FOR YOUTH

In order to create a successful Catholic Christian community, members must realize the responsibilities and
commitment involved in their membership to the Youth Ministry Community. Here are some expectations, that when modeled
approprlately with promote pride in self, others and the group, building a comfortable and enjoyable atmosphere for all:

An openness, respect, and willingness to enter into prayer with the group.

Willingness to take ownership and responsibility for the group, planning meetings, participation, etc.

Some semblance of emotional balance and/or willingness to deal with their struggles. This is especially true for the

extremes when a referral would be more appropriate.

A spirit of giving and contributing to the group versus taking and getting from the group.

Attending the proper group as designated by the age/grade level.

A respect for the diversity of the group® membership.

A willingness to be open to varied ideas from one® own ideas.

Youth should work to be inclusive with other members of the group. Exclusive relationships at gatherings should be

discouraged, dating behavior, closed friendships, etc.

Youth should be willing to take legitimate and necessary risks for both individual and group growth.

Youth should have respect for group and individual confidentiality. They must also know when it is appropriate to

break a confidence and know how to do this.

Youth should work to recruit other young people to join the group.

GROUP NORMS

There are several ways the youth can model the above expectations and encourage fellow group members to do the
same. Below are guidelines for group gatherings that will help facilitate healthy and prosperous growth of our Catholic
Christian community:

- Participate in the group as fully as you are able.

Be on time for all group sessions/events.

Be concerned with your own feelings, thoughts, attitudes, and behaviors.

Accept responsibility for maintaining confidentiality regarding whatever is discussed in the group.

Always speak for yourself never for someone else.

Speak in the present tense. This will make you more aware of your own feelings and better able to communicate

them to others.

Work toward accomplishment of the group tasks.

Suspend negative attitudes and put-downs toward yourself and others.

When speaking of someone in the group, always speak directly to the person. Instead of saying, "John said," say,

"John, when you said."

Listen to what others have to say. Accept the thoughts, feelings, attitudes, opinions, and ideas of others as honestly

being theirs. Avoid doubting what someone is saying before they can even explain their point.

Stay on topic, keep focuses, avoid rambling and detours.

Give some acknowledgment to the speaker that his/her message has been heard.

Remind one another of these group norms.
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DISCIPLINE
We are about building Christian community. This calls for respect of self, others, God, and the facilities. It asks for
community members to act in a responsible Christian manner. At times, however, unsatisfactory conduct may occur and will

be handled in the following manner.

llegal Behaviors:

The following behaviors will result in a phone call to parents and removal of the youth from the activity no matter the
time or place of the activity/incident. The team of Moderators and Youth Minister, along with parents, will decide on any
further disciplinary action and suspension.

- Possession, distribution or consumption of alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, cigarettes, or tobacco products
Vandalism or theft
Possession of firearms, knives, or other dangerous weapons
Harassment/abuse of others
Any other acts which in the leader’s discretion creates danger to the safety and well-being of the individual or others

Disruptive Behaviors:
First time occurrences of disruptive behavior will be met with a warning. If misconduct continues, a private meeting

with the Moderator/Youth Minister and teen will take place and a sitting out of the activity may occur. If there is no correction
of behavior and misconduct becomes prolonged, then the youth will be removed from the activity, parents contacted and
conference set-up. A Code of Conduct Contract will be mutually agreed upon. Contract is to be signed by parent/guardian
and teen. If there is no cooperation, the youth will be suspended from Youth Ministry activities.

Use of foul language, especially in ways which show disregard for others

Put-downs of others; action of disrespect for others

Excessive talking or disruptive actions

Parents and volunteers will be notified in writing when policies are to be added or amended.

MYTHS ABOUT YOUTH MINISTRY

Youth Ministry is just playing games. — Comprehensive youth ministry incorporates eight components of ministry to
young people as designated by the United States Catholic Conference (USCC), in their document, "Renewing the Vision: A
Framework for Catholic Youth Ministry." These include advocacy, catechesis, community life, evangelization, justice/service,
leadership development, pastoral care and prayer/worship. All components are necessary for a holistic approach that is
attractive, appropriate for and beneficial to youth. Each experience is rooted in our Catholic faith and tradition.

My child attends Catholic school or religious education; they get enough faith education. There’s no
need to participate in youth ministry. — Ascension’s total youth ministry offers more than just faith education. It is
comprehensive. It is about faith formation and faith integration — the living out of one’s faith, building connections between life-
faith experiences, connecting youth with their parish community, fostering a sense of Catholic identity within self and with
peers. Offerings include a wide variety of experiences to develop the entire person well beyond just knowledge.

My child can’t attend youth group reqularly, so they can’t come or aren’t welcome to the special events.

— All total youth ministry events are open to anyone at anytime. There is no required attendance policy or special
membership. Whether a teen comes to one, none, or all of the regular group meetings, they are ALWAYS welcome to come
to the events that interest them. Every youth isn’'t always interested in youth group, but they may be interested in some of the
special events (service, socials, and outings). This is why we offer a wide variety of events to meet as many needs as
possible.

My child’s friends aren’t Catholic, they wouldn't fit in a Catholic youth ministry event. - Every youth ministry
event is open to any youth Catholic or not. The atmosphere is very warm and welcoming. We have some non-Catholics that
attend just as much as our own parish youth. We are not out to convert, but to offer opportunities for youth to gather
comfortably in Christian community.

| want my child to go on retreat, but they don’t - so | won't force them to go. — This is a tough situation.
Ascension’s total youth ministry offers great retreats that are designed to meet the needs and situations of where the kids are
at — whether they want to be there or are present through strong parental encouragement. We support the parental
encouragement of their child’s participation. We are confident in the quality ministry we offer that we can provide a positive
experience for almost any teen. We have kids that can attest to their conversion experiences that were assisted by parental
nudging to get involved!

Only the kids active in youth group are being ministered to. — This is why the ‘ministry of presence’ is so
important in total youth ministry at Ascension. The young people of Ascension do not become connected to their parish
through youth group alone. Connections are built through relationships, meeting teens on their turf, invitations, and
attentiveness to their needs. This is why connections to the parish come in ministry of presence to ages beginning below the
junior high years in school/religious ed., visits to area private/public high schools and sporting events, mail ministry with
newsletters/notes of affirmation, involvement with scouts, athletics and more,
